AD VANTAGES OF AN EDUC ATION 

When we started to school we knew not what an education was nor what it 
meant. Slowly nearing the eighth grade we began to 1ealize what we were attempt­
ing to 1 each; still many of u,; wished to stop at thnt time, and it wa,; J.erhaps only 
through the untiring influence of our parents and teacher,; that we continued our 
studie:-;. Here is the result of that influence. We are about to be graduated; that 
means our lessons have been recited sufficiently pe1fect to receive a passing mark; 
and that means something must have been gotten from our studies and recitations. 

The last few years of our school life have been the trying ones and several 
members have dropped from our class as the years passed by. Others wished to do 
likewise, but b hind us was that influence c-f parents and friends urging us to continue. 

ow our friends come to us asking what good the schooling has do::e. They 
want to know the value of a commercial course to the country resident or shcp·.-:orker, 
or of an agricultural branch to the business man who works in an oJiire, or of the 
value of higher mathematics and sciences to those whose profession does not require 
them, or of the value of the different languages; and finally-What are you going 
to do now that you are nearly through High School? Such questions co:-rfio:1t u · 
many times and our answer is: Our school work has greatly enlarged our scope of 
knowledge. Some have sufficient knowledge to step into an office and :::ct book­
keepers typists, or stenographers at a good wage, although they could not demand 
as high a wage as that of a college trained person. Others might be left in charge of 
farms and could successfully manage them, or after a more advanced course become 
a teacher along agricultural lines. Others ha\"C a good start in the line of chemistry 
and languages, and after an advanced course could start into the world as chemists 
and professors or interpreters of languages; while others are planning to teach school 
next year. So you can readily see our efforts have not been in vain. 

A commercial course in an education is r.ot out of place. You will find in tlw 
homes of the up-to-date farmers a small room set apart as an offi ::e. There are losses 
, nd gains in every profession and the office and its supplies arc co:ning into promi­
nC::nce. They are as essential to the farmer, for instance, as to the n· who works in 
an office in the city. or a1e higher mathematics :\1any people have not 
had the training in mathematics to enable them to go deeper into busines,;. There 
are many problems arising which can not be solved by training f. om ordinary arith­
metic. They requi1 e deep thought and such thought is <1

C\ clorcd by higher mathe­
matics. 

On the question of science, there are many things in a science which seem hard 
to understand. We enlarge our scope of thought or reasoning when comprehendin?; 

things and when once they are mastered they may be used over and over again. 
We take a greater interest in the world and the objects about it if we have studied 
.tbout them. Tow we realize and enjoy more from what we Ree than we did or would 
without Rome science. ature is wonderful. More knowledge of her ways 
)•.,.eateJ· appreciation. 
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ew words are frequently brought befo1·e U!';. If one ha!'; had Latin or French 
l1e need not rely upon the dictionary to obtain its meaning, for by thinking of its de­
rivatives the definition of the won! may be found. 

ln reply to what we are going to do. It hoped that each member of thiR class 
will take up the profesRion to which that person is best adapted. 

We have found that our education thus far has prepmed us for many things, 
principally for an a<h·anced education and for future I if e. 

The educated people a1 e stlength cf the nation, but l'ome of our greatest 
le:·de:" we1e >elf-educated . We all be partially self-educated, for no one need 
r,o th1 ou• h a college to be educated, as there a1 e other ways of gaming an education.

, pon<:er.ce l.;ut our t tcache· s a: e r ature and experience when real 
J)Iac.ice faces us. 

The nation is ofierinr>; g1cat e;, to her children aloag educational line>'. 
The "Compulso•y Education," "Child LaLor·· and "Continuation School" laws are 
keeping m 1 e children i:1 school than in fo1mer tin•cs. Still those should be ex­
ter.d d in order that the children be more fully educat d. 

F1 iends, _it is to have FO ma:1y young people :lVing these educational 
opportunities Lecausc tbcy >ce a cha:·cc, d a tliflir:g job, to get that mighty dollar. 

There are prcfessio:'!s open to e\·c: y person in the United States and they pay 
a better wage to t ho>e who have fitted so instead of dropping an educa­
tion to get a posit!on we thirk it best to get the education first, then the posi­
tion will come more easily, with g1eater opportunities and chances of advancement, 
with fewer hou1s ar:d a greater sati:::faction of having the work well done. 

Another advantare of an education is that it is sorr.ething which can not be 
taken from one if once it is acc,uircd, for it is unlike our material possessions whiclt 
may be destroyed or lost. It is ore's greatest asset, for it can be used among the 
younger people in helping them to get a stm t in the wolld and thus be used as a 
per.·onal advantage in doing a gcr.eral g-ood. 

Think cf tl·c \'alue of the educated in a con;J;:u!'lity. Tho!"e who are able to 
enjoy in >oc:ety as well as in their hon·c; t.bosc who can tul:c the position 
as speaker ar:d a of it, ard tho.e who arc in the lead of enjoyable gath­

Such r;cople arc highly re:pectcd by the co:11munity. 

Frie:·ds, such thinr,-s me the result 
of an education, for we had our ··ocial and our uusiress m Such 
actions wNc advance.r:enb for future life and n•uch was tin ou-rh practical 
experience.

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PIONEER HISTORY OF TECUMSEH 

1>0 ALD l'IIA DLlm 

lt has been nearly one hundred years since the fir:;;t ::-ettler::-came to the valley 
of th R..'lisin. The country around was inhabited by a powerful tribe of Indians, the 
Pottawatamies, who were the inhabitants of this wild territory. ow they are 
gone and the great forests through which they 10amed have been cleared away. 

In the year 1822 Governor Cass of the ten itory of Michigan issued a proclama­
tion defining the bour.daries of Lenawee county. But there were no settlers in this 
wild region, and so it was attached to Monroe county. The following year a land 
office was oper.ed for tho::: who wished to settle in the new county. In 1824 Austin 
E. Wing entered the first land in Lenawee at the office at Momoc. This land was a 
part of the territory where the city of Tecum!'eh now Mr. Wing, in partner­
::;hip with Musgrove Evans, a native of ew York state, planned to build a town here. 
Jo. ph Brown, also from New York, became the third member of the firm of Wing, 
Evans & Brown. 

After a long, hard joumey the pioneers reached the bank of the Raisin. 
Here they encamped, as there was no way of crossing the river. During the first 
summer the Evans family lived in a small log cabin without a floor or fireplace. 
In rainy weather Mr •. Evans did the cooking over a small fire built in a small spider. 
With this elaborate equipment she cooked the meals for the family and the hired 
help, there sometimes being fifteen or twenty at one meal. 

In the fall Mr. Brown arrived with family and George Spafford and his 
wife. An addition was built on the house and all the families lived together. The 
new village was begun, but it had no name as yet. While the members of the firm 
were eating dinner one day the question of a name for the settlement came up. After 
. everal suggestions had been made, Mr. Evans remarked that Tecum. eh would be a 
good name. orne of the !'ettlers said that had been on the of the 
British in the war against the nited State;;. " o," replied Mr. "Tecumseh 
fought for his people and hb rights." Before the meal was finished the new village 
had a name. 

In the fall of 1 '24 a ;;aw mill wa;; begun by the company, Wing, Evans & 
Brown. The need of one was great, for the neare;;t mill was at Monroe. A dam was 
built, a building erected and the machinery installed. Soon the new mill was helping 
to fill the ::-ettlers' needs. 

The next move of the:-e energetic pioneers was to send a to the 
governor to make their town the county seat. The request was approved by an act 
of the legislature with these conditions: Four ;;quares were to be laid out, one for 
a court house and jail, one for a public promenade, one for a cemetery and one for 
a military parade ground. Abo a bridge was to be built across the river Raisin 

of the village. Thel:'e conditions were complied with and Tecumseh became 
the county seat. 

The saw mill had proven a success. The company, seeing the need of a grist 
mill, decided to build one. All around the village were fields of grain and the 
neare.·t mill was thirty miles away at Monroe. In 1 26 the mill was completed and 
the first grain was poured into the hopper on July 4th of that yea1. With this flour 
Mrs. Brown made the bread and bi. cuits for the dinner celebrating the "First Inde­
pendence Day" of the new village. 

In 1825 the fir;t frame hou.·e in Lenawe county was built by Mr. Brown. 
Beside. private rooms it contained others for the use of travelers or visitors who 
came to the village. "The Green Tavern," a::; it wa;; called, was the first public house 
in the territory of Monroe. 
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During the summer of the year a was built by a man named Knaggs 
for the of trade with both Indians and whites. The store was of great 
benefit to the settlers, as it enabled them to purchase some commoditi<'s which they 
would r:ot oth rwis<' have b<'en able to procure. 

In the year 1,'21i Mr. Evans decided to build a more comfortable dwelling, and 
erected a fine frame hou.·e. Like Mr. Brown's hou,;e, a part of the dwelling was 

aside for public use. A year or ,;o afterwards :\ir. Brown built the "Peninsular 
House" at th top of the old paper mill hill. For year::; it a place of welcome 
to weary travelers after their long, tiresome journey by stage coach. But the stage 
coach no more and the old hostehy i: likewise but a memory. It was a place 
of cheerful re::;t ar:d comfort as well as a shelter for the :ick and unfortunate. 

The first flour mill, built by Wing, & Brown, inactequate for the 
needs of the people, and other mills were built along the river. In Abner Spaf­
ford built a mill in a valley southeast of town. It was a fine location ard Mr. Spaf­
ford did a flourishing husiress. B ing an ingenious man, he conceive<: ,he idea of 
running a blacksmith shop by water power, that is, using water power l o work the 
bellows. He also built a saw mill and so operated two mills and a bla ], ;mith shop 
alone. In 1H3 Mr. Spafford dismantled the grist mill and took the with 
him to lllinoi .. 

The famous "Hed Mill" was built in 1H32 and for a time did a Jar· e amount of 
milling. People came from a distance uf one hundred miles and the '·Red Mills" 
brand of flour was known from here to ew York. After passing th ough many 
hancl:;, the mill was finally destroyed by fire in 1H67. 

In 1H36 the "Globe Mill" was put in operation, and at first f'llowed great 
promise of success, but owing to several reasons, one of which being tJ·e panic of 
1837, the did not prosper and after several unsuccessful ventures the 
proprietors sold the property to Wm. Hayden in 11>58. His splendid busi ' ess methods 
and untiring energy made this mill the success it is today. 

For the first few years Tecumseh had no churches. People se tling a rew 
town, although they may wish to organize churches, find it exceedi:lgly difficult, 
becau>=e there are so few of one denomination that their combined iesou ·ces are not 
sufficient to erect the building necessary. For a while the new settlers wc:e dependent 
upon itinerant preachers. In ll-\25 the first sermon cw-r given in Lenawee county 
was preached by Hev. oah Wells of Detroit. Every adult person in the :ettlement 
was present with the exception of one who was confined to her bed. 

In 1826 the Methodist Episcopal society was organized, and :oo:1 afteward 
other organizations were begun. The first church, St. Peter's Episcopal, opened 
in 1H35. The next chmch to hP built was the Presbvterian church. a s "::111 building 
on Maumee street. This served as a place of worship from 1836 to 1S-!O. In the 
latter year a larger building was erected to accommodate the growing co:1gregation. 
In the yeat· 1HG5 a new building was planned, the specifications being- as follows: 
1t was to be 67 feet front on Chicago street and H7 feet deep. It was to be built 
of brick, trimmed with stone in a modified gothic style; to have an open timbered 
roof, stained glass windows and a seating capacity of 750 persons. The cost to be 
$33,000. 

The Baptist church was to be the next one built. In 1H41 a building was erected 
at the corner of Pearl and Logan streets. ln about lo50 it was moved to Ottawa 
street. Later, in 18G5, a brick church was built at the corner of Chicago and Union 
streets. 

In 1842 the Methodists resolved to build a church, so a building was erected 
which served as a meeting place for 21 years. In the year 1H64 the present buildmg 
was completed at the corner of Chicago and Pead streets. 

Among the early settlers in and around Tecumseh were several individuals 
known as Universalists. Their number increased as the settlers continued to come 
to the new town, but they were scattered and for some time had no collective society. 
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Some attended other churche;; of different creed,.; and others the Sabbaths at 
home. ln about l,'fifi they obtained a reg-ular pa:-;tor. FiYe yem·,.; later a church 
wa,.; built on nion ,.;tleet, between Chicago and Pearl ;;treets. 

When the Pilgrim,.; landed at Plymouth two of the first buildings erected 
were a church and a ;;chcol hou,.;e. The de,.;ire for fine educational institutions is 
characteri:tic of American people. When the pioneers push d into the great West 
they built school houses as well as homes. As ,.;oon as the pioneers of Tecumseh 
had built a house they e1 ected a ;;chcol house of tamarac logs, the first school house 
in Lenawee county. Mrs. Mary SpaffoHl was the teacher for the term 1824-1825. 
In 182G a scl:ool house was built on the public square o:t Maumee street. It was a 
frame building and served as a school house until 1832. ln that year Mr. LeBaron 
opened a private school. The school flourished and in 1H37 into the hands 
of Perley Bills, who taught there three years. 

A of the State University wa,c; opened in Tecumseh in 183!!, which con­
tinued until when the state discontim.:ed the branch system. In 1840 three brick 
school houses for the primary grade;;; were built and we1e used until 1853, when a 
union school was 

ntil 1<,5·1 the high sci col !:ad lcen a p1 ivate ore and was held in the court 
But this was inadequate, ar.d in a ,.;ite for a rew building was purchased 

opposite Militm y Square. The next year the building was finished. Since then the 
pre;;ent high school has been built, a building of which Tecumseh may be justly 
proud.
