CLASS HISTORY 

Anna Hamilton Helen Leighton 

On September 6, 1928, we, as Freshmen, rushed to the aviation field where we found 
manr planes wa1ting to he used m our flight thr ugh High School. There were seventy-eight 
of u enrolled m our first year of ground-school training, ver> eager to learn about planes with 
which we were to make our JOurne>·. 

After we had become acquamted with our reachers and classmates we chose as our pilots: 
Thomas Hamdton, Robert Hanna, Burns \X'alrers, and \Vdson Haight. \Ve also selected 

Kellogg as our aviatrix to pilot us through the hard hips which we were to encounter. 
\Ve had numerous social affairs durmg the year hut the most enjoyable was a Hallowe'en 

Pam• which was given in honor of Mtss Kellogg. 
\Ve ended our freshmen year by rakmg a flight over the beautiful Irish Hdls and finally 

making a landmg at Sand Lake where we spent the day which we now recall w1rh much 
pleasure. 

On September 3, 1929, we were hack at the field anxious to continue our flight through 
another year of school work. 

\Ve held our first class meeting and cl:ose as our pdors: Robert Hanna, Walter Morden, 
Harold Moen, and aom1 Frost with Miss Brothwell as our aviatrix. Helen Leighton was 
chosen as a delegate to the Student Council of Aviation. 

In ovemher we flew to Sand Lake where we spwr a most enjoyable evening at the 
Sager cottage. 

\X'e were greatly honored this year by serving at the Junior-Senior Reception. 
Then came cxammanons to determine how much we had learned of the mechanism of 

planes. After rlm ordeal we again took flight and made a succe sful landing at Sand Lake, 
where we held our final picnic. 

In September f 1930 the class again assembled at the field for further instruction. Some 
old members were m1ssmg bur a few new recruits had joined our ranks. 

The first maJOr problem that again confronted us was the election of pilots and rh1s rime 
great responsibilities were entrusted to aomi Frost, Wilson Haight, Glenna Grigg and 
Abraham Hodge with Miss Morlock as our aviatrix. Lorraine Herring was sent to repres:!nt 
us at the Student Council. 

We made several flights throughout the year bur the mcst outstanding was the one made 
to Vineyard Lake where we spent a pleasant evening at the Puffer cottage. 

Our Junior play, "Whimsey", was presented April 17, and on May 22 the Junior-Senior 
Reception was held. The gymnas1um was transformed into a lovely flower garden, and Perry's 
orchestra furnished music for dancing. 

Our final flight this year rook us to Wampler's Lake where we held our Junior picmc. 
In September, 1931, we as Seniors began our last fhghr rowa·d Graduation, the goal 

wh1ch we have been srnving diligently to reach. 
Our pilots this year have been Abraham Hodge, Harold Oatsher, Charles Buck and 

Helen Leighton with Miss Morlock as our aviatrix.
