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This season, the Tecumseh Indians, under their new 
coach, Myles E. Runk, came through again to win their 
fifth football championship in qfx years. In league com­
petition Tecumseh won four games and lost none, which 
entitled them to a well-earned L.C.A.A. championship, 
During the season, the Indians were victorious in six en­
counters, lost twice, and scored 80 points to their oppo­
nents' 64. 

The Braves opened their season against a strong non­
league Milan team on September twentieth, and won a 
brilliant, hard-fought victory, 7 to 6. 

The following week Tecumseh traveled to Hudson for 
their first league game cl. the year. The Indians had an 
old score to settle with the Tigers, as Hudson's upset 
victory in the rain last year enabled them to share the 
championship with Tecumseh and Clinton. This year's 
encounter turned out to be another grueling and exciting 
battle, with Tecumseh emerging triumphant by a score cl. 
14 to 13. 

The next tilt found the strong class B Adrian Maples 
journeying to Tepee Town. Adrian was enjoying one at 
its best years and was rated as one at the best teams in 
the school's history. The Maples, thirsty for victory 
after last year's stinging defeat, brought along a fervent 
cheering section, and one at the largest crowds at the 
season assembled to witness the event. Adrian was very 
doubtful of a victory, after the Indians showed surprising 
power :llld resistance in holding them to a 0 to 0 tie at 
the end at the first half. However, in the second half, 
Adrian's power began to tell, and as a result, the game 
ended with the Maples victors by a score at 19 to 0. 

Adrian's victory dampened the Indians' spirit some­
what, but Tecumseh was fortunate enough to win from a 
scrappy Clinton eleven, 6 to 0. The Braves scored on 
the ver; first play cl. the game with a sleeper plav. 

The following week Tecumseh traveled to Monroe, 
where they were upset by an inspired Monroe Catholic 
Central team by a score cl. 19 to 0. The Indians, how­
ever, were not at full strength, as injuries to key players 
had severely depleted the team•s effectiveness. 

The Tecumseh grid de r s then pulled themselves to­
gether, and on October 25th, traveled to Michigan Center 
and defeated the favored Michigan Center team, l:l to 7. 

In weather that resembled that at last year in the game 
against Hudson, Tecumseh powered and splashed its way to 
a convincing 21 to 0 victory over the hapless Morenci 
Bulldogs. The Indians completely bottled up the Morenci 
offensive, holding them to one first down the 
entire game. 

The traditional rival, Blissfield, was the guest of the 
Indians for the last game of the season, and the Braves 
continued their winning ways by trouncing the Sugarboys 
soundly, 19 to 0. 

As a climax to a successful season, Coach Runk award­
ed 20 varsity letters and 3 reserves, while Mr. Dick pre­
sented his charges with 14 reserve awards.

Sylvania led the scoring 
with 701;2 points, Tecumseh accounted for 29 markers, and 
Blissfield brought up the rea1· with 21% points. Sonny 
Waldron, capable, speedy hurdler,and Fred \\'ard, small, 
dynam1c distance led the Braves' scoring. 

On April 29, the Indians traveled to Ypsilanti to meet 
a strong Ypsilanti Roosevelt team. Tecumseh found the 
larger class B school too formidable a foe, and as a result 

met defeat, 61 to 43. Bill Hayden again was the Braves' 
high point-maker with 11 counters. 

At an invitational meet at Albion, open to all schools 
within the state, the Indians showed surprising power, 
as they scored 13 points against the strongest competi· 
tion to be found. Earl Baldwin, brilliant state champion 
in the 440 yard run, won his event with a blinding dis· 
play of speed and form. B11l Brown, stocky, talented 
Sophomore, finished second in the shot put, a remarkable 
feat, considering the competition. And Bill Hayden, one 
of Tecumseh's greatest placed in two events-
3rd in the 200 yard low hurdles and 5th in the 1{)0 yard 
dash. 

At the regional meet in Ypsilanti on .May 18th, the 
Indians met with moderate success as they earned 6 
points.
