School Bids Farewell To Mr. 
Duhan 

On Monday, February 20, 1984, Mr. Robert Duhan 
announced his resignation at the monthly board meeting. In the 
Ia t 17 year Mr. Duhan ha been a familiar face around the 
Tecumseh area. In 1971 Mr. Duhan ucceeded Jame McDowell 
as superintendent after serving 4 years as his assistant. He came 
to Tecumseh with a strong background in chool admini tration. 
He was a superintendent at Ulby, erved ix year a high chool 
principal at Manchester, and wa administrative assi tant to the 
superintendent at Garden City. 

He erved the chool di trict well during an era marked with 
contractual difficultie between chool and employee at a time 
of high inflation and shortage of funds. 

Duhans mo t recognizable achievement in hi 13 year a 
superintendent was the addition and remodeling at TH . 

Mr. Duhan, a respected school head who was active in a 
number of community organization , did not disclose hi future 
plan . o good luck Mr. Duhan in whatever you do.
